This year’s annual meeting offers
an excellent program along with
a meeting site that provides
ample opportunities to enjoy
Boston. The Boston Marriott
Copley Place Hotel is in the Back
Bay, a great shopping and strolling
district that is close to many
Boston attractions. Prior to 1857,
the Back Bay consisted of
swampy marshlands along the Charles River. However,
from 1857 to 1890 the marshlands were filled in a mas-
sive engineering project to produce dry land. Nine train-
car loads of gravel arrived every 45 minutes, day and
night for nearly fifty years to fill the 580 acres of Back
Bay. Along with other landfill projects of the early 19th
century, the land area of Boston today is more than triple
that of the original Shawmut peninsula that was settled
by John Winthrop and his Puritan colleagues in 1630.

To get from Logan Airport to the Marriott, cabs are the
easiest and quickest. For about $30 (without tip) you
can get to the hotel from the airport in about 20 min-
utes, ($20 for the return trip; same distance, but differ-
ent routes and fees). Several shuttle services are avail-
able to and from the hotel for about $12 one-way, but
count on about a one-hour trip since these stop at
several hotels. If you are traveling light and do not mind
lugging your bags for a short distance, you can get to
the hotel for $1.25 using the subway. At the airport
“ground transportation” area, board the #22 or #33
Massport Shuttle Bus (free) to the “Airport” subway
station (Blue line). Go to the inbound platform and ride
any train to the “Government Center” station. Transfer
here to any inbound Green line train and take this to
“Copley” station. From here it is a two block walk to
the hotel (South on Dartmouth for one block, then
southwest on Huntington Avenue for one block).

A notable event this year is the celebration of ASVCP’s
40th Anniversary! The always-popular silent auction,
town hall, and business meetings are other events you
will not want to miss. See the program schedule in this
newsletter for a schedule of all the meetings and events.

Need a break between meetings? Boston prides itself
on pedestrian friendliness. But, for walking in early
December come prepared for cool temperatures (25-
40 F). Copley Square is only two blocks from our hotel.
There you can see the Boston Public Library, Trinity
Church and the John Hancock Tower.The Boston Public
Library (established in 1848) was the first publicly sup-
ported library in the United States. The McKim library
building on Copley Square was completed in 1895, with
a more recent addition completed in 1972. Inside the
library, in addition to large circulating and research
collections (including first edition folios by William
Shakespeare and the personal library of John Adams)
you can see elaborate murals by John Singer Sargent.
Trinity Church was built from 1872-1877, following the
loss of the original church in the Great Boston Fire of
1872.In 1885, architects voted Trinity Church the most
important building in America, and the Church is still
listed as one of the 10 most significant buildings in the
United States by the American Institute of Architects.
I.M. Pei’s John Hancock Tower (officially named
Hancock Place) is the tallest building in New England
(60-stories, 790-feet) and epitomizes the “skinny glass
box” modernist movement in skyscraper design.
However, the architectural achievements attained by
the building were overshadowed by some slight engi-
neering flaws; 500 pound glass windowpanes that
would detach and fall from the building forcing police

to close surrounding streets when winds reached 45
mph (don’t worry, they've taken care of this problem),
swaying that induced motion sickness in many of the
upper-floor occupants (cured with two 300-ton
weights and a system of springs and shock absorbers),
and a potential for the building to fall over under cer-
tain wind loading conditions (solved by adding 1,500
tons of steel bracing).

Boston Common and the Public Garden are only about
five blocks from our hotel. Boston Common is the old-
est American public park (established in 1634). It was
first used as a ‘trayning ground’ for colonial militia and
for the feeding of ‘cattell’, but also served as a location
for hanging Quakers and witches in the |7th century
and was the camp headquarters of the British Army in
I776 during the start of the Revolutionary War. Boston
Common is also the southernmost stop on both the
Black Heritage Trail (1.6 miles) (www.afroammuseum.
org/trail.htm) and the Freedom Trail (2.5 miles)
(www.thefreedomtrail.org/visitors.htm). The Black
Heritage Trail provides a look at the 19th Century
African-American community in Boston. The Freedom
Trail offers a look at sites you remember from grade
school history, including the spot of the Boston mas-
sacre, Paul Revere’s house, Faneuil Hall, Old North
Church, the U.S.S. Constitution, and Bunker Hill. With
limited time, you can combine the subway with walking
to see the sites along the trails of most interest to you.
For an interesting shopping experience, Newbury and
Boylston Streets two to three blocks north of our
hotel are packed with shops and galleries. For a jog or
longer walk uncluttered by historical or commercial
stimulation, the Charles River Esplanade can be reached
eight blocks straight north of our hotel.

If you prefer walking in a temperature-controlled envi-
ronment, many of the Back Bay area hotels (Copley
Plaza, Westin International, Marriott Copley Place,
Colonnade, Sheraton Boston, and Back Bay Hilton) are
connected by a series of enclosed overpasses that
cover over a three-block area. These walkways connect
some of the major shopping areas of Boston and are a
hotbed of name brand and specialty shops.The Copley
Place Mall (www.simon.com/mall/mall_info.aspx?ID=784)
and the Prudential Center Shops (www.prudential
center.com/) offer almost any type of shopping experi-
ence you desire.

Ways of Supporting ACVP

Reid Patterson, past president of ACVP and current
Chair of the Development Committee, has invested
time and financial resources in ACVP as a way to
acknowledge the investment the College has made in
him and his career. “ACVP has done an enormous
amount of work for our profession. It has built the
profession with continuing education, encouraged
Diplomates to share their research through the journal
and provided networking opportunities,” says Reid.

Your gift is
always tax deductible to the fullest extent of the law
and benefits the activities of the College. In addition to
the Endowment Fund, two activities that are very
important to ACVP are the scholarships awarded to
residents for externships and the Student Chapter
Travel Awards that support student chapter members
travel costs to the ACVP Annual Meeting.

Cash

ACVP welcomes gifts of any size. Checks should be
made payable to ACVP and its helpful to have the pur-
pose of the gift written on the memo line, i.e., General
Activities, Endowment, Scholarships, etc.

Stock

You can gift shares of stock to ACVP. The ideal stock to
gift is one where you have had the stock for more than
a year and it has a low cost basis but high current mar-
ket value. By gifting stock, you avoid capital gains tax on
the appreciation and receive a charitable tax deduction.
To make a gift, you need to contact your broker or
mutual fund manager to transfer, not sell, the stock to
ACVP. The stockbroker will contact ACVP to receive

the information needed to complete the transfer.
ACVP will receive the gift of stock, in most cases sell it
and place the proceeds where you direct them to go.

Credit Cards

With credit cards offering miles and other incentives,
you should consider a credit card gift of any amount.
Please include your name as it appears on the credit
card, its expiration date and the number. We ask that
you make a credit card gift by calling +1-608-443-2466,
by faxing the information at +1-608-443-2474, or by
U.S. mail. We do not recommend emailing your credit
card information to our offices. ACVP accepts Visa,
MasterCard and American Express.

Real Estate

Your personal residence or vacation home may be an
ideal gift for ACVP. In some instances, you can remain
in your home while receiving a charitable gift deduc-
tion. Before deciding on such a gift however, you should
consult your tax advisor.

Life Insurance

If you have a policy that you no longer need and it is
paid-up, it can be given to ACVP. Your charitable tax
deduction will be based on the cost of replacing the
policy. If you have a policy that is not paid up, you can
give that to ACVP, also.You will need to make ACVP the
policy’s owner and beneficiary and continue to pay the
premiums. However, since the premiums are being paid
to ACVP, they qualify for a charitable tax deduction. A
third way to use life insurance is to make ACVP the
only or a partial beneficiary of the policy. This would
not provide a charitable tax deduction, but will give you
the benefit of knowing that you have supported ACVP.

Planned Gifts — Low Risk Gifts for You
Bequests

Only you know how much of your estate is appropri-
ate to leave to your family. But if you could carve out
2%, 5% or 10% for ACVP, the College would be forever
grateful. Most people think that they need to leave a
specific dollar amount in their will, but that is not true.
You may specify a percentage.You may also be able to
include ACVP in your estate plans by adding a codicil to
your will rather than having to completely rewrite it.
Again, you will want to consult your legal advisor to
see what will be best for your situation.

Beneficiary Designations

Your IRA or other qualified retirement plan may prove
to be a liability when settling your estate. For example,
if your IRA is designated to someone other than a
spouse, income and estate taxes could possibly consume

Early Success

Created only late last year, the ACVP/STP Coalition for
Veterinary Pathology Fellows has already generated
substantial financial support to train additional veteri-
nary pathologists. Thanks to generous financial support
from GlaxoSmithKline and Pfizer, funding is available
for four new anatomic pathology residency positions. A
Request for Applications was issued to 47 North American
training programs in mid-July for these positions.
Applications will be evaluated by the Coalition Board
of Governors and awards made in early September,
with the new residents to start as soon thereafter
as possible. In addition, Bristol-Myers Squibb and
Experimental Pathology Labs have provided unrestricted
grants to support other important Coalition activities.
Other potential industry sponsors have included
requests to support additional training positions in
their next year’s budget. The Coalition seeks support
for post-DVM residency training in veterinary anatom-
ic or clinical pathology, as well as for post-residency
PhD graduate study.

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San Diego Zoo - the Place to See Pathology in Action
Deanna Dailey, ACVP Scholarship Recipient

During July and August of 2004, | spent four weeks
doing a pathology externship at the San Diego Zoo. |
spent most of the four weeks assisting the very skilled
pathology technicians performing necropsies. At the
zoo, they routinely necropsy any collection animals
from both the zoo and the Wild Animal Park that die
or are euthanized. They also necropsy native wildlife
that die or are euthanized on either property. They do
this large number of necropsies not only to investigate
unknown causes of death, but also to add to the data-
base of knowledge about anatomy and diseases of wild
animals. They necropsy native wildlife to better under-
stand what pathogens the animals in their collection
are being exposed to. | was fortunate to assist with
necropsies of a variety of species including a koala, a
sea lion, snakes, birds, various wild ruminants and pri-
mates. After a period of training, | was even able to
perform some necropsies myself. One such necropsy
was of a baby wallaby that had fallen from its mothers’
pouch (see picture at right). | was able to do necrop-
sies on birds, reptiles, and some small mammals. My

responsibilities included performing the necropsy and
writing up the descriptive report.While the technicians
perform most of the necropsies, the pathologist on
duty was always consulted and required to look at the
animal once the body was open, and even performed
select necropsies himself/herself. The zoo has special
protocols for different species. For example, all bird
necropsies were performed in a hood. Special protec-
tive clothing was required to necropsy any primates to
prevent exposure to zoonotic agents.

In addition to necropsy, | also attended daily necropsy
rounds, weekly histology rounds, and a monthly meeting
between keepers, veterinarians, and pathologists from
both the zoo and the
Wild  Animal  Park.
Under the guidance of
pathologist Allen Pessier,
| also took part in
a small independent
research project while |
was there. Dr. Pessier
has spent a great deal of
time studying chytrid-
iomycosis of amphib-
ians. He is involved with
the Wpyoming Toad i
repopulation effort. As a

part of that effort, my project had two parts. One
involved sectioning historical samples of Wyoming
Toads from as early as 1965 and scanning the prepared
histological samples for evidence of chytrid fungus.The
second part involved sectioning samples of various
amphibians from different locations in Wyoming where
they hope to introduce the toad as part of the repop-
ulation effort. Histological samples were again scanned
for evidence of chytridiomycosis to screen these loca-
tions for presence of the fungus.

Working in the pathology department at the San Diego
Zoo was a great experience that | would recommend
to anyone interested in '

pathology and/or wildlife
disease. The entire staff
of technicians and
pathologists were help-
ful, friendly, and great to #3
work with. One of the
best perks of being a
temporary zoo employee
was free entrance into
both the zoo and the =§i
Wild Animal Park! While #&
in San Diego | was sure
to explore both and
lucky enough to catch
sights like the newest babies (baby panda at the zoo
and baby elephant at the Wild Animal Park) playing with
their moms (see pictures).




Dr. William Inskeep Il, died of melanoma on July 2,
2005, in Ambler, Pennsylvania at the age of 55. He was
a Diplomate of the ACVP and a 1980 graduate of
Colorado State University. He was a Director of
Pathology at Merck Research Laboratories,West Point,
Pennsylvania at the time of his death. He joined Merck
in 2003 after retiring from the US Army Veterinary
Corps with the rank of colonel. A native of Medley,
West Virginia, he earned a BS degree in Animal Science
from West Virginia University in 1971. Commissioned
as a second lieutenant in the US Air Force, he served
five years as a Minuteman Missile Launch Officer at
Francis E.Warren Air Force Base, Cheyenne,VWyoming.
While stationed there, he completed an MBA from the
University of Wyoming. Following his graduation from
veterinary school, he went on to serve 23 years in the
US Army Veterinary Corps. After assignments in Japan
and Carlisle, Pennsylvania from 1980-1986, he com-
pleted a residency in veterinary pathology from 1986-
1989 at the Armed Forces Institute of Pathology (AFIP)
in Washington, DC. After this training, his assignments
included: Chief, Department of Comparative Pathology,
at the Walter Reed Army Institute of Research (1989-
1992); Chief, Animal Medicine Office, Office of the
Army Surgeon General (1992-1995), and Assistant
Chair and Chair of the Department of Veterinary
Pathology at AFIP from 1995-2003. He was also the
first veterinarian to be Deputy Commander of the
AFIP, and held this position from 1998-2002.
Additionally, he served as the Veterinary Pathology
Consultant to the US Army Surgeon General, and was
the Department of Defense Liaison to the US
Department of Agriculture. His numerous military
awards include the Legion of Merit and the Defense
Superior Service Medal. After his retirement from the
Army, he was given the James A. McCallam Award by
the Association of Military Surgeons of the United
States for his distinguished contributions to veterinary
medicine. He served a six-year term as a member of
the AYMA'’s Council on Research,and was a member of
the District of Columbia VMA. He is survived by his
wife, Betty. He will be buried on September 21,2005 at
Arlington National Cemetery with full military honors.

Dr. Farrel Richard Robinson, died of lung cancer on
August 6, 2005, in West Lafayette, Indiana at the age of
78.He was a Diplomate of the ACVP and the ABVT, and
a 1958 graduate of Kansas State University. Born in
Wellington, Kansas, he had lived near West Lafayette
since 1974. He was raised on farms near South Haven,
Kansas, attended a one-room school for the first four
years, and finished high school in South Haven, gradu-
ating in 1944. He was in the Navy from August 1945
until July 1946, decommissioning LCT’s and Subchasers
in the Philippines. He attended one semester at Wichita
Municipal University and two semesters at Arkansas
City Junior College before going to Kansas State
University, graduating with a BS in Animal Husbandry in
[950. He attended graduate school at South Dakota
State University one semester before joining the Air
Force during the Korean Conflict. He received a direct
commission in the Medical Service Corps, and was sta-
tioned in Georgia and Southern California for his three
years in the Air Force.After graduation from veterinary
school, he rejoined the USAF as a veterinarian until his
retirement in 1974. His graduate training was at Texas
A&M University from 1962-1964, receiving his PhD in
Veterinary Pathology in 1965. He was a research scien-
tist at the Aerospace Medical Research Laboratories,
Dayton, Ohio from 1958 until 1968, minus the break
for graduate school, where he worked on the toxico-
logic environment of space cabins receiving their
“Outstanding Scientist Award” in 1967.He then served
at the Armed Forces Institute of Pathology in
Washington, DC until his retirement in 1974. He joined
the Purdue faculty in 1974 as a Toxicologic Pathologist
with primary duty in the Animal Disease Diagnostic
Laboratory where he was Director for eight years
before returning to diagnostic work. He received the
“Sagamore of the Wabash Award” from the governor
for his service to Indiana Agriculture. He retired from
Purdue in 1993 as a Professor Emeritus. His hobbies
included farm life, genealogy, reading, farm mechanics
and 1950s vintage music. Surviving are his wife, Mimi,
and sons and wives, Ric and Sandra of Seattle,
Washington, Kelly and Marsha of Fairport, New York,
Scott and Lisa of Gilmanton, New Hampshire and Brian
and Danielle of Zionsville, Indiana and eight grandchil-
dren.

the majority of its value. Designating ACVP as the
beneficiary of your IRA or other qualified retirement
plans may mean a deduction for your estate and a
windfall for the College.

You can use an insurance policy as a gift. Paid-up poli-
cies may be given to ACVP or you could start a policy
and make ACVP the owner and beneficiary to receive
tax benefits. Beneficiary designations also apply with
insurance policies, so you can make ACVP the benefici-
ary of an existing policy.

Charitable Remainder Trusts

Charitable Remainder Trusts (CRTs) allow you to place
a gift for ACVP in a trust from which you receive a reg-
ular distribution. Depending on factors such as your
age and ages of other beneficiaries, a charitable tax
deduction will be calculated that you can deduct on
your current tax return while receiving a stream of
income from the trust. CRTs can be established to pay
a fixed amount to you during your lifetime and that of
another or a variable amount based on a fixed
percentage of the value of the trust.

When all the beneficiaries of the trust die, its remain-
der comes to ACVP for the purposes you specify. So,
while you are giving a gift during your lifetime, you are
also benefiting from the investment of that gift.
